Students could choose to stay in the university dormitory, rent boarding rooms 

or apartment units around campus. Prices vary according to regions. All estimated 

prices are as per October 2024.  
 

AJCUI’s university dormitory is located inside the university area (BSD 

campus); it takes about a five-minute walk from the dormitory to the BSD campus. 

Each room is occupied by two students and the restroom is shared with occupants of 

the same level. The university dormitory is only reserved for students who study in 

Atma Jaya (link dorm Atma Jaya).

The prices vary according to facilities; rooms that 

cost more include private restrooms, free wi-fi and electricity fees, catering, etc. Most 

boarding rooms are occupied by university students and employees. Even so, many 

students also choose to live in apartment units as more facilities are available like 

private kitchens, living rooms, and other apartment facilities like the gym, lounge, and 

swimming pools. The prices vary according to apartment buildings and accessibility.

Hangout Spots 

Located in the very center of the largest business district in Jakarta, Semanggi 

Plaza is RIGHT ACROSS THE ROAD from Atma Jaya Semanggi campus. It is 

also a well-known cheap shopping district and a great place to hang out! Grand 

Indonesia, one of the biggest shopping malls in South East Asia is only a few bus’ 

stops away. For those studying in BSD campus, Indonesia’s first IKEA is roughly 

20 minutes away! BSD Extreme Park is also located about 15 minutes walking, 

for those seeking for a bit of thrill after class. 

 

Iconic Sites in Jakarta and surroundings 

In non-alphabetical order, here are some great places you can go to in Jakarta: 

1. National Monument (Semanggi campus) 
The very icon of Jakarta. You have not officially come to Jakarta if you 

haven’t been here. With 50 kgs of pure gold on top of the monument. 

2. Istiqlal Mosque and the Cathedral (Semanggi campus) 
The epitome of religious tolerance, the biggest mosque in the South East Asia 

and the biggest church in Indonesia are located side-by-side.  

3. Muara Angke (Semanggi and Pluit campus) 
Biggest fish market in Jakarta. Get some incredibly cheap, fresh seafood, or 

cross the sea to the Thousand Islands from here! 

4. Thamrin City (Semanggi campus) 
The place to go to get cheap items. You can find practically anything here 

with astonishingly cheap price.  

5. Glodok and the China Town (Semanggi campus) 
Looking for new electronics? This is the place to go. 



 

This area is also the Chinatown of Jakarta. Try going there 

during the Chinese New Year time to enjoy the festivities! 

6. Sunda Kelapa Port (Pluit campus) 
One of the most instagrammable location in Jakarta. Traditional ships and old 

buildings from the Dutch era are available to be placed in your Insta-Posts 

7. Maritime Museum (Pluit campus) 
Maritime Museum house miniature boats from all over Indonesia. With 

Indonesia being an archipelago, the collections here will sure be a stunner 

8. Waduk Pluit Park (Pluit campus) 
Seaside, shades, sea breeze… Isn’t that a perfect place to chill and relax? 

9. Scientia Square (BSD campus) 
One of the natural reservoirs and large playground in Serpong area. Chill out, 

play skateboard, cycling and enjoy life here! 

10. Lake Cipondoh (BSD Campus) 
Another gem of nature in BSD area. This tranquil lakeside is the perfect place 

to chill and have fun. 

11. Portals Escape Room (BSD Campus) 
Want to be a “part” of a thriller movie? Try out Portals Escape Room and feel 

the sensation of “escaping” by using your wits in this venue. 

 

 

Getting to Other part of the Beautiful Indonesia 

Want to visit places other than Jakarta? Indonesia is a HUGE country with great 

tourist places to visit! Here are ways to get around the country: 

 

Soekarno-Hatta International Airport is the number one option to get around. The 

airport is roughly 40 mins -1 hour away from Semanggi and BSD campuses, and 

1.5 hour away from Pluit campus. If you’re studying in Semanggi campus, you 

can also use the airport train from Sudirman train station nearby! Bali, Lombok, 

Raja Ampat, Toraja, West Sumatra and places outside Java Island should be 

included in your “Indonesian bucket list”! 

 

Bus and train are cheaper alternatives for travelling inside Java Island. You can 

also get some scenic village view and immerse in the feeling of the locals. 

However, be extra careful with your things, dress properly and arrange the trip 

together with your local buddies, as you can’t expect the local people to speak 

perfect English! Pangandaran beach, Anyer and Carita beach, Ujung Kulon 

conservatory, Bromo Mountain, Yogyakarta, Borobudur and Prambanan temples 

are great places to go to inside the island. 

Want to try out some boat trip? A little outing to the Thousand Islands will blow 

your mind. Two hours away from the Gulf of Jakarta are strips of Islands that are 

still largely “virgin”. Spend a day or two in the houses of the locals here, enjoy 



 

stunningly fresh seafood dish and come back to the campus 

on Monday fresh and anew!

1. When does the Indonesian Embassy/Consulate open? 

The Indonesian Embassy normally follows the workday system of the 

country. However, please pay attention that the embassy will be closed 

during National Holidays of BOTH the country as well as Indonesia’s 

national holiday. 

 

2. In what format should the forms be sent to?  

Please send the forms in MS Word (.doc or .docx) formats. Refrain using 

PDF in sending the forms. 

 

3. What kind of credit system is used in AJCUI? 

AJCUI is using American credit system. Each credit is equivalent to 15 

hours of lessons (both face-to-face time and individual task time). 

 

4. How does the grading system in AJCUI work? 

The grading system of AJCUI is using letters (A-E) with the following 

details: 

Score Range Weight 

0 - 44 E (n=0) 

45 - 54 D (n=1) 

55 - 66 C (n=2) 

67 - 79 B (n=3) 

80 - 100 A (n=4) 
 

5. What program will be most suitable to choose dormitory as the 

accommodation? 

The dormitory is located in BSD Campus, which accommodates the 

Faculty of Engineering, Faculty of Biotechnology, and Hospitality and 

Tourism program. 

 

Several study programs run parallel classes amongst BSD and Semanggi 

campus such as Management, Accounting, Business Administration, 

Communication Science, English Language Education, Law and 

Psychology. If you decide to take classes in BSD, you don’t need to travel 

to Semanggi campus, and vice versa.
