[Spring Semester 2025]

1. Receiving Division: Kanazawa Seiryo University International Exchange Center

2. Applicants must fulfill all the following three requirements
1 Applicants must be enrolled at a partner university of Kanazawa Seiryo University.
2 Applicants must possess non-Japanese nationality and get a Certificate of Eligibility by the entry date.
3 Applicants must meet one of the following criteria ((a), (b), or (c))
(a) [If you wish to take Japanese-taught classes only]
You must hold a JLPT (Japanese Language Proficiency Test) N2 or above, pass N2 by the entry date, or hold the score of 90 points or above on JLPT N1.
(b) [If you wish to take English-taught classes only]
You must hold a sufficient English ability (CEFR B2 or above) 
Native English speakers are not required to submit an English proficiency score.
Or, you must be English-based degree students.
(c) [If you wish to take both Japanese-taught and English-taught classes]
You must meet the requirements for both (a) and (b).

(a) [If you wish to take Japanese-taught classes only]
Copy of JLPT result or Admission Ticket for exam (in case you take a JLPT test after application)
(b) [If you wish to take English-taught classes only] 
CEFR B2* or above is required.
You must submit a copy of the following English proficiency test: IELTS, TOEFL, TOEIC or CET.
CEFR B2 is approximately equivalent to IELTS 5.5, TOEFL iBT 72, TOEIC 730, and CET-4 425.
English-based degree students are required to submit official transcripts.
(c) [If you wish to take both Japanese-taught and English-taught classes]
Copy of both Japanese and English proficiency as mentioned above (a) and (b)
4 Certificate of Student Registration (English)
5 Transcript (English)
6 Application Form for Certificate of Eligibility
7 Passport copy (photo page)  
*The photo of your face and all the other information must be clear.
8 Statement of financial support
9 Face photo data (jpg, png, and other image files)
10 Bank Certificate of financial sponsor or Bank statement of financial sponsor
*Approximately JPY 500,000/semester (including tuition and living expenses) is needed.
*An applicant him/herself cannot be his/her financial sponsor.  

4. Application Due Date
Application must reach us no later than Monday November 18th 2024

5. Interactional Period
Spring Semester 2025: April 9th 2025 to August 8th 2025

Tuition Fee: JPY 280,000 per semester (waived for exchange students)
If you will register subjects for more than 14 credits per semester, you need to pay additional fees (JPY 20,000 per credit).
